1) Our response to the MOJ announcement on their award of the contract

The Board discussed the announcement that the MoJ had awarded a framework
agreement to Applied Language solutions. It was acknowledged by all present that
this announcement could have serious consequences for interpreters working with in
the legal sector and also for the future of the National Register.

After a long discussion it was decided in the first instance the National Register
needed to gain as much information as possible in order to plan an appropriate
response and best protect the interest of the National Register, our interpreters and
members of the public. Therefore it was agreed that the Chair and Executive
Manager would seek meetings with the following

The Ministry of Justice

Interpreters Membership bodies and trade unions
Applied Language Solutions
